Village Hall Improvement Update

At last, and after an unbelievable amount of work and
effort from Doug Allan (our chief fund raiser), we are
pleased to inform you that the proposed improvements to
the Topcliffe & Asenby Village Hall will start in February.
The

Doug's successful grant applications, along with all the
monies raised by you the villagers (Brick-in-the-Hall, |
donations and function support) has achieved to date_|

improvements to the kitchen are essentially _
complete, with only a small amount of decorating still |
needing to be done and a new light fitting to be installed. |
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approximately 90% of the £140,000 we need to complete
the refurbishment works. This has enabled the village
hall committee to appoint a main contractor, Paul
Thompson of Northallerton, to start work.

Work will take around 12 weeks so should be finished by
mid to late May. For those who are not aware of the
project (new to the villages or just awoken from a long
sleep!) a copy of the proposed changes Charles Shaw
drew and submitted for planning consent can be found in
the entrance to the village hall and there's a copy of the
front elevation drawing alongside this article. Charles is
now finalising the specifications with the building
contractor and selecting materials to be used both inside
and outside for what we hope will be a much improved
toilet, entrance hall, disabled access and front elevation.

Whilst many organisations, including WREN, Yorventure,
the Armed Forces Covenant Fund, Hambleton Council
and the National Lottery, have kindly provided the bulk of
the project funding, numerous other charities and
individuals have contributed to enable the improvements
to go ahead.

The final bit of funding required to finish the
refurbishment still needs to be raised, so if you have not
bought a "Brick-in-the Hall", or would like to offer your
support in any other way, please contact one of the
village hall committee members.

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Parish Council News

A new year has started and the PC wish all residents a
happy, healthy and prosperous one. In 2015 the main
event was the celebration of Magna Carta This proved to
be a great success, provided entertainment in the form of
historical Norman re-enactors and tremendous falconry
display, social contact with a well-attended splendid
medieval period church service and sumptuous Hog
Roast. The school enjoyed a relaxing yet exciting
educational experience and the event has left a lasting
legacy to be proud of, namely the Magnificent Magna
Carta facsimile display and banners in the church, a new
notice board, a fabulous shield and village signage. A
new commemorative rose garden and a cutting from an
800 year old oak tree remains to be installed in the
Church grounds in the spring. This was all achieved
within budget and without significant cost to the village
due to the generous grant received from the Magna
Carta 800th Committee. Thank you to all those who
participated. Itis interesting to note that we were the only
recipient of grant aid that delivered on all and more
planned events and items.

That was the positive. In the last quarter the village has
been subject to some mindless vandalism to village
property, namely the destruction and burning of benches
at the play park, and most seriously criminal damage to
cars at East Lea and Back Lane, as well as threatening
letters. This is not acceptable in our close community and
the Parish Council will be working with the Police and
local residents affected to implement measures to
prevent and bring those responsible to justice. Also
someone has driven across the playing field again in wet
conditions, and rutted the ground. Please show common
sense and do not drive over the field in such conditions
or the gate will be locked. Over the last 15 years damage
through vandalism has cost almost a year's precept
which we all pay for. Please help to stop it.

Last year we applied for and received a very generous
grant from the National Lottery for a new addition to the
play park aimed at 2-7 year olds. This was due for
installation in October but unfortunately, due to adverse
weather conditions this has had to be delayed until
February or March. It has long been an aspiration of the
PC to improve the Sheep Wash area to make it more
secure and a better amenity for recreational activity.
After consultation with The Woodland Trust a plan was
formulated for staged development and a valiant group of
village gladiators headed by Linda and Alan Nuttall
commenced serious work on a Sunday 24th January and
cleared an immense quantity of dead and unwanted
brush. The snowdrops look magnificent by the way.
Progress will be ongoing. Well done to all who
participated and any volunteers for future work please
contact Linda.

The PC arranged and bought a splendid new team sports
kit for the school. The old one was way past it
serviceable date. This was made possible by the
generosity of three local businesses whose finance made
it possible. The PC and the children at the school are
extremely grateful to The Angel at Topcliffe, York House
Leisure and Cargill Nutrition for their generous
sponsorship for the high quality Adidas kit which was

provided by Fox Stitch of Thirsk. It looks fabulous and
brought huge smiles and applause from the children.
Hopefully this will encourage participation in sporting
activity improving health and physical conditioning of our
youngsters who are our future. An immense thank you to
the sponsors who have demonstrated great commitment
and support to our youth.

Heavy traffic remains an issue but the authorities are
seemingly not willing to help with a solution to non-
entitled vehicles and have again reduced the grass
cutting subsidy for their grass which, unfortunately, has
had to be passed on in the form of a small precept rise.

We say cheerio to our Clerk Debbie Alderson and thank
her for her commitment and welcome our new Clerk Alex
Little with effect from February 1.

Have a good Spring and hopefully the ground will soon be
dry.

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An Art Gallery in Topcliffe!

After many weeks of hard work, we are delighted to say
that our gallery in Front Street is now open! As one passer-
by remarked: "An art gallery in Topcliffe? I've lived 'ere all
my life and we've never '‘ad owt like that!" We think he liked
the idea. We already love being here and have been made
very welcome - thank you.

About us

We first met at an art show in 2004. Over the next few
weeks we kept meeting at other local art shows and
eventually, our friendship blossomed into something more.
We had a lot in common, including the fact that we had
both always dreamed of making a living from our art! To
see if people liked our work, we decided to take our work
to some local craft fairs and see if we could sell it.
Encouraged by sales at these events, we opened a small
gallery at Addingham Moorside, near llkley, in a little barn
conversion called "The EIm". Although it was 2 miles from
the main road with virtually no passing trade, we ran The
Elm Gallery there for almost 8 years. Sadly, after a summer
of almost continuous rain three years ago, we were forced
to close the gallery due to lack of visitors. For the last three
years, we've hired different village halls in Yorkshire and
put on many exhibitions of our work, trading as The Elm
Gallery because everyone still called us that! We got
married in November 2013 and celebrated our second
anniversary with a meal at The Angel.

The New EIm Gallery
We decided early in 2015 that we should look for a bigger
house. We were living in a small cottage in Cononley, near
Skipton but it wasn't big enough for us to display our work
there. We wanted a property in which we could both live
and sell our work. Eventually we found The Old Post

bringing it all together

Wednesday 6th January 2016 was a notable date in the
Topcliffe diary. It was the day when we welcomed The
Archbishop of York, Dr John Sentamu, to the village. It was
by no means his first visit (in fact he was here just two
years ago) but this time it wasn't for a formal service, but
as part of his Pilgrimage of Witness, Prayer and Blessing.
The Pilgrimage is a six-month undertaking that the
Archbishop has made to walk throughout the whole of the
Diocese of York. He began in the Whitby area at the
beginning of December last year, and will complete the
walk at the beginning of summer this year, and for those
who have internet access, his journey can be followed on
the Diocese of York web-site.

And so, at mid-day on 6th January, the Feast of the
Epiphany, the Archbishop arrived at Baldersby St James.
After having lunch in church with members of the
community and the local school children, he walked with
them along the lanes and across the fields to Queen Mary's
School, where children from Topcliffe and Dishforth
Schools joined the Baldersby and Queen Mary pupils for a
Question and Answer session with the Archbishop. The
guestions were interesting and far-ranging, and the
Archbishop answered them honestly and fully. From there
the Archbishop and company walked to Topcliffe and had
an enjoyable hour in The Angel, for a cuppa and a piece of
cake in the snug, and an opportunity to meet local folk and
have a chat - about faith, life ... and anything else you
would normally chat about in the pub. Our thanks to The
Angel for their generosity in funding this part of the day.

The visit concluded with a service for Epiphany at Dalton
Church, when the Archbishop presided at Holy
Communion and preached to a congregation drawn from
across the Deanery. It was a privilege to have the
Archbishop with us. We got to know more about him and
his faith; it drew us together as a community; and it has
given us confidence in our identity as Christians. It was,
indeed, a pilgrimage of witness, prayer and blessing, and
we wish the Archbishop well for the remaining stages of his
journey.
